Book 55, p. 563. Sawyer died and his 1918 will left the property to his widow Bessie
D. Sawyer., Currituck County Will Book 5, p. 529. In December of that year she sold
the property to C. A. Perkins for $1,200. This transaction contained other tracts of
land. Currituck County Deed Book 57, p. 202. Perkins sold the land to A. W. Stanton
in August of 1923 for $5,100. This transaction reduced the tract to 60 acres.
