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Sherrills Ford School in 1922, when he was 73 years old, and is 
believed to have built the Balls Creek School in 1927. These are 
presumably some of the last buildings for which he was responsi­
ble. He continued to live in his house, later "in his life shar-' -
ing it with his daughter and her husband until his death in 1940 
at the age of ninety-one.21
