Describe present and historic physical appearance. 

St_ Paul·s ReforRed C~rch, the most architecturally signif­
icant rural frame church remaining from the late nineteenth-early 
twentieth century period in Catawba County, is located at the 
J un c t ion 0 f :3 R 1 1 O~) ,J r i (1 ~ ) R 1 1 ~ 1 i n :3 tar tow n, nut far sou t h w est 0 f 
Newton in c:erllr'a-' C,=d,;IVdJEJ County. The small church is situated 
on what would be a rather starkly landscaped triangular lot, were 
it not for the softening effect of the shrubbery which enframes 
the church and the tall fir tree located near the entrance. The 
small church has had very few changes made to its interior and no 
changes to its exterior throughout its history, thus unquestion­
ably retaining its architectural integrity. 

Built in 1903-1904, St. Paults Reformed Church is a fine 
example of the Gothic Revival style translated into the vernacu­
lar. The overall exterior appearance suggests a cruciform plan, 
but a closer inspection reveals th'i~) not to be the case. F<ather', 
the church has an asymmetrical plan with central rectangular 
block, offset front wing, shallow rear apse and corner entranc~ 
tower. The broad expanse of weatherboard siding serves as a 
backdrop for the simple detailing of the church, which includes 
lancet windows edged in narrow panes of colored glass, a colored 
glass roundel in each of the three broad gables, a decorative 
king and collar post design in the gable peaks, and the recessed 
corner entrance/bell tower which serves as the exterior focal 
point. The tower features a double leaf paneled door with lancet 
transom and collar-braced "hood", a plain weatherboarded second 
stage, a steep bell-cast skirt beneath the open belfry, and a 
bell-cast pyramidal roof culminating the whole. The pyramidal 
roof and the belfry skirt are sheathed with the same patterned 
metal shingles as found on the main roof of the church.

The Reformed faith came to Catawba County with the German 
settlers who migrated to North Carolina in the mid-eighteenth 
century_ "fraveling along the "Great Wagon f\oad" from Pennsylva­
nia, these settlers arrived without pastors and were thus depend­
ent upon the services of itinerant ministers. 1 One such mission­
ary, the Reverend James Martin, helped form a Lutheran and German 
Reformed congregation in 1759 from which eventually emerged St. 
Paul's Lutheran and Reformed Church. 2 For over 130 years, the 
dual faith congregation shared a common house of worship, first 
in a log structure and then in a two story weatherboarded build­
ing that served the members for about a century.3 

The economic changes created by the Industrial Revolution of 
the late nineteenth cen~ury had a profound effect upon St. Paul's 
Church. In 1890 Catawba County's population was considered 100 
percent rural despite the county seat of Newton and a few vil­
lages that would later become cities or towns. By 1900 about 12 
percent of the populatlon had congregated in emerging urban 
areas. 4 Located about one and a half miles from Newton, St. 
Paul's felt the effects of the demographic shifts. With another 
Reformed congregation in the county seat, St. Paul ' s was dl"1Bwing 
most of its members from the emerging community of Startown and 
its surrounding countryside. The Reformed congregation voted to 
move to Startown because of its more central location. 5 

Land arrangements wer'e negotiated and work began on a new 
chur'ch in October, 1903. The first service was held in the newly 
completed structure on March 17, 1904. 6 As both Newton and 
Startown grew and prospered, the membership at St. Paul's Re­
formed church 1 ncreased. About '1930 a wooden II hut II (no longer 
standing) was constructed for social and recreational use; a new 
parsonage was built in 194?; and in 1955 a house was purchased 
for additional church school rooms.? By 1958, the fifty-four 
year old structure in Startown was no longer large enough to meet 
the growing needs of the congregation. Land was acquired north 
oft he b u i 1 din g the n i nus e, but not u n til Jan u a r y 5, 'I 9 7 5 c 0 u 1 d 
the congregation begin worship in its new church. 8 

Perhaps the most signlficant individual associated with the 
historic church at Startown was the Reverend Roy E. Leinbach, Jr. 
(19U7- ), who served as a Catawba County minister for thirty­
nine years, twenty-five at St. Paul's. Leinbach, a native of 
Pennsylvania, became deeply involved in community activitles 
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a -I m 0 s t fro m the day 0 f his a r r i val i n 'I 9 4 0 . I n add i t ion t 0 

demanding ministerial duties, Reverend Leinbach was a business­
man; the prime mover in organizing the Newton Recreation Depart­
ment; responsible for reestablishing Easter sunrise services in 
the community; instrumental in reactivating the Boy and Girl 
Scout programs in Newton; chairman of many charitable organiza­
tions, including a long tenure as chairman of the local branch of 
the Red Cross; a director of the Catawba County Club; and head of 
civilian defense work in Newton during World War 11. 9 

Among the most interesting highlights of his long career was 
the Reverend Roy Leinbach's brief foray into the world of poli­
tics- He was a Democrat but was, nevertheless, urged by a promi­
nent Catawba County group to enter the state legislative race of 
1950 as a Republican. He agreed to run but refused to engage in 
II pol i tic k l n g , II promotion and s pee c h m a kin g . He spent at 0 t a I of 
ten cents in the camp~igns, but election for two consecutive 
terms to the State House of Representatives attested to the 
widespread popularity of the minister. 'I 0 That popularity was 
largely responsible for the growth of the St. Paul's congregation 
in the mld to late 1950s that forced it out of its original home 
in Startc' .... n. 

Wher the Reverend Roy Leinbach retired in 1979, the congre­
gation of St. Paul's was well ensconced in its new brick complex, 
but the members have not neglected the structure that served them 
for nearly three quarters of a century. Though no longer in 
active use, the old church is being maintained in excellent 
condition,
