young dogwoods -- planted between the sidewalk and the street.

The heavily wood lot 
contains magnolia, dogwood, maple and elm trees. 

The original part of the Self-Trott-Bickett House is three 
b':i y S wid e and two dee p wit h a low hip p e d ,.., 00 fan d ext e rio ,'"1 end 
chimneys, two per side, with corbelled caps.

'I 9 80s , the h 0 use n eve r the I e s s ,"I eta ins s u f f i c i en tin t e 9 r i t y to 
convey a distinctive and imposing presence in Newton. The main 
block of the house is intact on the exterio,", and the second 
floor of the interior is basically unaltered.

'fhe Selif-Tlr'otttt-iBiiiclketttt 1HI0000se, 33'1 South College Avenue -in 
the Catawba County seat of Newton, is a two-story, double pile 
b ric k t~ e sid en ceo f I ·t a I ian ate Rev i val sty I e b u i 1 tin 'I 8 8 3 by 
Will-lam R. Self, a pr'om-inent local manufacturer. 'The house -is 
architecturally significant as one of a small number of nine­
teenth-century br"ick houses in the county, and one of an even 
smaller number that are double pile, and is eligible for listing 
un d e r' C 1"' i t e r'" ion C wit hi nth e p r' 0 per t y t y p e, II H 0 use s 0 f Cat a w b a 
County: Postbellum. 1I In addtion to Ivlr'. Self, two o·ther' notable 
() w n e r s 0 f the h 0 use we r' e Sal 1 i e 'r r-' 0 t t, who r'" a nab 0 a r'" d -I n g h 0 use 
here in the early twentieth century, and Lawrence Bickett, a

W. Bickett. Bickett lived here from 1912 to 1921, and likely

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The Self-'fr'ott-Bickett House at 331 South Co I lege Avenue in 
Newton was built between 1881 and 1883 by William R. Self and 
renovated around 1915 by lawrence C. Bickett. It is located bne 
block north of the former site of Catawba College (the school was 
moved to Salisbury in the 1920s). Although rooms in the house 
were regularly rented to students in the late nineteenth and 
ear'ly twentieth centuries, the history of the house is gener-'a I Iy 
not associated with the school or its development. Rather, the 
Self-Trott-Bickett House and its owners are associated with the 
commercial development of Newton. Self established a number of 
manufacturing enterprises in the Newton area in the 1870s and 
1880s; Bickett operated the town's first wholesale grocery firm 
i nth e 'I 9 'lOs . 

William Riley Self (18367-1921), builder of the house, lived 
there for less than one year. Self was a prominent manufacturer 
in the small town of Newton. The bricks uied in his house were 
made in his own kiln. Self's brick yard, located only a short 
distance from the site of the house, employed four adult males 
and f i vee hi I d r en i n 'I 8 8 0, aye a r i n w hie h the y pro d u c e d 2 0 0 tOO 0 
bricks. In partnership w"ith W. L. Killian, Self also oper'ated a 
tlour and gristmill which employed a similar number of workers 
and produced 240 barrels of wheat flour' and 60,000 pounds of corn 
meal and feed in 1880. In 1884 Self also had livery stables and 
a steam powered sawmill and was the proprietor of the Newton 
Found ry and IVlac hi ne Wor ks. 'I Se I f was a ppa rent I y samet hi ng of a 
tin k ere r' , r~ em e m be red for h a v i n g b u i I tan ear 1 y s tea m - power e d 
horseless carriage. In fact, he secured several patents, one of 
which he sold rights to locally in 1886. 2 Whether that sale was 
prompted by financial difficulties cannot be determined. Howev­
er, three years earlier Self had obviously overextended himself 
and found it necessary to sell his newly-~uilt house and other 
property_ 

Before becoming a manufacturer and inventor Self had been a 
soldier and farmer. In July 1862 he had enlisted as a private in 
Com pan yEo f the F i f t y - S eve nth Nor t h C a r"l 0 1 ina Reg i men t . He saw 
action with the Confederates at Fredericksburg, Lynchburg, Chan­
cellorsville, and Gettysburg, and was slightly wounded on two 
occasions. 3 Self's immediate postwar years were calmer ones 
spent farming, first in Cleveland County, and then in Catawba 
Co un t y . I n 'I 8 6 5 S elf mar r i e d Ivi a r y 8 as t ('I 84 37- '1 8 7 6 ), the d aug h­
ter of Joseph Bast. They had two children, a son born in 1866 
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and a daughter born five years later. The son, William Augustus 
Self, became a lawyer with a practice in Hickory beginning in the 
late 1880s and extending over forty years. The younger Self, 
said to have been a brilliant orator, was elected in 1902 to the 
state House of Representatives where he served one term. 4 Seven 
yea r s aft e r the de at h 0 f his fir s t, wi feW ill i am R. S elf mar' r i e d 
Catherine Summerrow in 1883, by whom he had at least one child, a 
d aug h t erA n n ie, b 0 r n i n 'I 8 8 7 . 

William R. Self owned no land in Catawba County in 1870 when 
his personal estate was valued at $500. 5 He began acquiring land 
in 1874, first from his father-in-law Joseph Bost and then from 
W. F. Rader and others. In 1880 Self, then a widower, and his 
son and daughter, then ages thirteen and nine, lived on Rader's 
farm. Self kept seventy acres in cultivation, mostly in corn, 
oats, wheat, and cotton, with one-half acre in vineyards. S Only 
with the purchase of several town lots in '1880 and '188'1 did he 
move from the farm into town. Self bought the lot where he was 
to build his house from Reuben Setzer, who owned much of the 
property in the southern part of Newton and who had given land to 
Cat a w b a Colle g e for its cam pus so m eye a r"l sea r'" lie r . S elf b u i I t 
u po n a 0 n e - a ere t r act for' w hie h he p aid Set z e r' $ 2 5 0 i n J un e 'I 8 8 'I . 
While the building was underway Self is said to have loaned the 
plans to Sidney L. Yount, who is believed to be the builder 
of a nearly identical house on West 7th Street in Newton (the 
Witherspoon-Killian House, 128 W. 7th St., North Main Avenue 
Historic District, N.R.).7 In October 1883 Self, presumably in 
financial distress, sold two lots, including the house tract to 
George Rabb for $1,050. 8 At the same time he sold his interest 
in one of his mills to his business partners W. L. Killian and 
W.P. Cline for $3,000. It is not clear where Self, his new wife 
and children moved after the sale. As of 1910 Self still lived 
on Colle g e A v e n u e i II abo a r dill g h 0 use 0 per 2).t e d by his sis t e r'" - i n­
law Alice Summerrow. The establishment, known as the Summerrow 
H 0 sue, had bee n i n 0 per a t ion sin c e the 'I 8 80s . S elf , the nag e 
seventy, indicated that he was employed doing "odd Jobs. II Aside 
from him and his wife Catherine, their daughter Annie and her 
husband Floyd Yount lived in the Summerrow House in 1910. In 
addition ten others, mostly Newton merchants, clerks, and sales­
men, boa r d e din the h 0 use. 9 Wi I I i am R. S elf d'i e din 'I 9 2 'I a t the 
age of eighty-four. 

'The house which Self had built and soon after vacated in 
1883 also served as a boarding house at the turn of the century. 
Before that happened, however, the house quickly passed through a 
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succession of owners. Five months after the sale to George Rabb, 
on March 25, 1884, a tornado struck Newton causing an exceptional 
amount of damage. Self's barn and livery stable (and, by one 
report, his foundry) were destroyed but the house he built was 
untouched. 10 Rabb sold the house and lot in '1888 to Self's 
friend and former neighbor W. F. Rader, who in turn sold it to 
Ann D a kin i n 'I 8 9 '/ . 'I 'I I nth e f 0 1 low i n g yea," M '''' s. D a kin and her 
hus band R. P., who was a manufactu rer of sas hes , doors and

that time. 13 Tradition has it that she regularly boarded Catawba 
College students at 331 South College Avenue, although none were 
in the house at the time the 1900 census was taken. Boarding 
with her at that time ~as only one individual, Sinclair Davidson, 
a single forty-three-year-old medical doctor. Also at the resi­
dence were two black servants, thrity-five-year-old Dock Lynch 
and fourteen-year-old Hattie Trott, presumably living in the 
qua r t e '"' sill the r" ear 0 f the h 0 use.

Laurence C. Bickett was the brother of Thomas W. Bickett, 
the popular World War I governor of North Carolina noted as an 
exce I I ent orator and advocate of progressi ve causes.

Bickett and his wife Mary Lou attended his brother's inauguration 
i n R ale i g h i n 'I 9 " '/ . " 6 The g 0 v ern 0 r p aid '"' e t urn vis its toN e w ton 
during his term. On those occasions he stayed in the northwest 
upstairs bedroom in his brother's house. A special lock in­
sta 11 ed on t he door' of t hat room for' secu,r i ty pu r poses is st i 11 
in place. L. C. Bickett was the operatoor of Newton 1 s first 
wholesale grocery firm. Between 1912, when he moved to Newton, 
and 1919 he bought several town lots as well as property else­
where in the county. In 1915 he paid tax on his home lot valued 
a t $ " , 3 8 0 and a va can t 1 ot val u e d a t $ 'I , 2 0 0 . 'I '/ ''I'' he c 1 ass i cal
