·Describe present and historic physical appearance. 

The Bandy Farms Historic District consists of two nearly 
identical two-story brick farmhouses -- along with their out­
buildings and surrounding lands -- built during the mid-1880s by 
brothers Theodor~ Lafayette and Joseph Scofield Bandy on adjacent 
properties. Located across the road from 8all 1 s Creek Campground 
in east central Catawba County, the farms are situated in pictur­
esque rolling hills of woo~~ands, pasture and cultivated fields 
above the North Fork of Mountain Creek. The Bandy houses form an

·r he. Theodore La-fayette· (T _ L_) Bandy House··( il A" on the at­
tached 'Sketch Map) is the northernmost of the two houses and the 
first to have been built. A marble plaque at the north end 
second story level of the west facade relates that the house was 
built .in November 1884 for T. L. Bandy by E. P. Moser and W. J. 
Hunsuc ~<er. 

·rhe exterior 'of the ·r. L. Band~/ ~ouse is quite simple, but 
impressive because of its brick construction at a time when 
apparently few houses in the county were built of this material. 
·r he h o us e i s. t h r e e bays w i de and one- r o om deep , w i t h a on e-s tor' y 
brick ell of two rooms projecting from the north end of the east 
(rear) elevation. Walls laid in common bond brick with pencilled 
joints rise to a metal-covered gable roof with overhanging boxed 
eaves and cornice. Single-shoulder brick chimneys are on north 
and south ends of the two-story sect1on and at the east end of 
the one-story ell. Symmetrica I ly arranged windows have 
four-over-four sash with segmental-~rched brick lintels. The 
single-story, hip--roofed fr~ont porch is at least partially a 
replacement of the orig1nal, with i~s square posts and cement 
floor. It shelters the central entrance and flanking windows, 
but does not continue across the ful! w1dth of the west facade. 
On the rear (east elevat1on) of the house is a sim1lar porch

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which continues along the south side of the ell. 

The p r· i m a r y en t ran c e to t he .. ,. . ' 8 andy house i s l o c a t e d on 
the center bay of the west facade. It has a four-panel door 
(with raised panels on interior side) and narrow sidelights and 
transom once filled with patterned glass. Unusual wood panels 
beneath-the s-idelights are composed of boards of a single thick­
ness pierced by a four-lobed flower (or star) design. Presumably 
these were fitted with wood panels to keep out the draft in the 
winter. A more si~~le, secondary entrance without sidelights and 
transom leads from the rear porch to the rear of the center hall.

It is characterized by curvilinear sawnwork stair brack­
ets, a chamfered newel with molded cap, and a simple balustrade 
with slender square-cut balusters and molded hand rail. 

·rhe ty..;o r-·ooms of the rear ell are treated in Similar fashion 
to the two-story portion of the house. Doors are found on both 
north and south sides of the rear· kitchen. rhe east \Aiall of the 
rear kitchen has a mantel s·imilar to those in ·the rest of the 
house, but l a,-·ger. 

South of the T. L. 8andy house is one of the mcst outstand­
ing nineteenth century outbuildings remaining in the county. lt 
i s a one-s t or~/ br ii c k lbu ii ll dl in g ( 8 , c on t r 1 but i n g ) , p r e s urn a b 1 y 
contemporary with the house, with two rooms, said by local tradi­
tion to have been used as a combination smoke-house and granary. 
(fhe present owner claims he heard ~ne of the rooms was used by 
f.L. Bandy for his office.) ~atten doors on north a~d south ends

or of this outbuilding is considerably more decorative than the 
house itself. Here the brickwork is played to full advantage. 
As on the main house, the walls are laid in common bond with 
pencilled joints. Heavy brick pilasters at each corner and at 
the mid point of east and west elevations visually define the 
spaces within. Doors and windows have segmental-arched lintels; 
as do those on the house, but here the lintels are emphasized by 
raised brickwork. The north and south gables are outlined by 
brick corbelling --·including a sawtooth band -- forming a pedi­
ment at either end of the building. The tympanum formed by each 
pediment is faced with flush-laid bricks, with upper four rows 
following the angles of the~~able. The decorative corbelled 
cornice continues along the east and west sides of the building, 
under the boxed eaves. On the interior, the brickwork of the 
walls for the most part remains exposed, while the ceilings ar·e 
plastered over wood lath. The south room has grain bins along 
the west wall and flush board shedthing on the lower third of the 
other walls. 

The T. L. Sandy house and its brick outbuilding nave been 
u n o c c u pi e d . ·for some yea r' s a n d bot h b u i -, d i n g s h a v e be corn e so rn e w h a t 
deteriorated, and are now used for storage by tenants on the 
property. Large oaks surround the buildings, suggesting a once 
handsome site.

the property from SR 1003. The view between the two Bandy Farms 
is also preserved by a l1ne of trees in the ravine approximately 
half-way between the farms, so that it is difficult to see the 
silo complex on the Theodore L. Bandy Farm from the Joseph S. 
Bandy Farm. 

Despite the fact that the T. L. Bandy house is ~urrounded by 
modern outbuilding~, the overall site of the farm remains beauti­
ful, with open rolling hills beyond the house to the south, 
broken only by the tree-lined~ravine, toward the Joseph S. Bandy 
Farm.

Projecting from the north end of the 
east (rear) elevation, the two-room ell was probably added be­
tween 1890 and 1915. It has weatherboard siding, a brick pier 
foundation, a metal covered gable roof, and a central brick 
chimney. Shed-roofed porches on north and south sides of the ell 
are partially enclosed with German siding. 

Like the T. L. Bandy house, the interior of the J. S. Bandy 
house has a center hall flanked by two rooms per floor, with an 
additional two rooms in the ell. Walls throughout the two-story 
brick portion of the house were originally plastered with flush 
boarded ceilings. The plaster remains exposed on the second 
story, but most of the first~~tory walls have been covered with 
plywood paneling, and this floor has been generally ~emodelled.

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store, and participate in community affairs. From 1897 to 1898 
Joseph served as postmaster at Bandy's Crossroads while Theodore 
served as magistrate of Caldwell Township in 1890 and as sheriff 
of Catawba County from 1894 to 1898.12 

Joseph Bandy died in 1915, survived by his widow, a son 
William, and a daughter Hettie. The house and farm were acquired· 
by Hettie and her husband Walter Stewart in 1935, and they have 
maintained the house as a residence for farm tenants.13 Theodore 
Bandy was ki 11 ed in· November of 'I 9 24 when his car was st rue k by a 
train; over 2,000 mourners attended his funeral at Mt. Ruhama 
Baptist Church.14 He was survjved by one son, an adopted daugh­
ter, and his widow. Mrs. Bandy sold the house and farm in 1943; 
the property has been farmed by subsequent owners, but the house, 
now in i 1.1-repa i r, is used on 1 y for farm star" age. 1 5 

The Bandy Farms Historic District preserves a segment of the 
isolated, agricultural countryside of Catawba County that was 
characteristic of the region in the nineteenth century. The 
district centers on the homes of locally prominent members of the 
Bandy fa~ily; the two brick houses are architecturally signifi­
cant in aA area where frame construction dominated building until 
well into the twentieth century.
