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The Hilliamson House is a little-altered example of the Greek Revival cottage, a 
house type rather common in Franklin County, of 'I;'lhich very few well-preserved examples 
Sllrvive The house stands amid a very large 'l;vooded lot in the tmm of Louisburg it 
"l;vas originally on the edge of the tmm" The house shares features 'l;vith Cascine, the 
E W Fuller House, and the Colonel J F Jones House; some features, too, are similar 
to the 'I;'70rk of Harrenton architect J'acob Holt, but not enough to establish attributiono
